City manager Steve Hollister reports that San Leandro expects to

benefit from the stimulus package (the federal Recovery Act) funding
that the city is being awarded or anticipates applying for.

CELL PHONE EMERGENCY CALL
BULLETIN

Board member Frank Lynn and neighbor Sabrina
Chicas recently contributed some helpful cell
phone emergency number background

information on our Yahoo member postings list.
A portion is reprinted here.

Officer Tim Degrano came to the last EHOA meeting and
shared a lot of good crime information with us. In
particular, there were two calls to action regarding your
cell phone that may help to keep you safe.

First, you should program the number of your emergency
contact (e.g., spouse, parent, child) in your cell phone as
"ICE" which stands for "In Case of Emergency." In the
event that your are rendered unconscious during a crime
or accident; police, paramedics and the fire department
are all trained to look for your cell phone and find this
number in attempt to locate your emergency contact.
Most cell phones will allow you to designate the same
number twice under both the person's name and "ICE."

Second, in San Leandro, if you have a police emergency
call and are calling from a cell phone, you are better off
to call the police station directly (577-3201), and NOT
911. The reason for this is because local cell phone 911
calls are directed to an overworked dispatch center in
Vallejo where they will then have to take time to figure
out you are calling from San Leandro, and then the
Vallejo dispatcher will have to direct the call back to the
San Leandro Police department. It will save you time to
just call the police station directly. When you call in, the
SLPD dispatcher will ask whether or not your call is an
emergency, and if it is say, "yes."

Originally, when cellular 911 was set up, all the calls
were directed to the CHP (which has its call center in
Vallejo). Due to the popularity of cell phones and
peoples' propensity for dialing 911 for everything from
actual emergencies to inquiries about how long to cook a

turkey (people call 911 about many strange things) you
can imagine that the poor CHP dispatchers were
overwhelmed with calls. This caused unacceptable wait
times for emergency assistance. That is why now many
jurisdictions throughout the state (but not SLPD at this
time) are accepting cellular 911 calls on a local level. It
has its pros and cons, and that, among other factors, is
why not every jurisdiction accepts the calls directly. In
areas where the municipality accepts cellular 911 calls,
the calls are directed based upon the location of the cell
tower your call hits on, not your precise location.

Another bit of advice is to not only program the number
of the SLPD in your phone, but the 7-digit emergency
number of each of the jurisdictions you frequent. You
can call each department and ask for the 7-digit
emergency number. Don't assume the number printed in
the phone book is the best one! Some places have after-
hours recordings that are not very helpful in emergencies.
Y ou want a number that will be answered 24 hours a day
by a human, on a priority basis. The easiest to store
them as speed dial numbers is in a group. For example,
speed dial 11 can be SLPD, 12 can be Hayward PD, 13
can be Oakland PD, and so on. That way you know
where they are grouped and in times of stress, when you
would most likely be dialing 911, you know where to go
for the numbers and don't have to fumble through your
whole phone book or directory.
