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[Cont’d from p. 3] Kudos to Dawn Fehr and her Oakes
Street group for the high attendance and enthusiasm
they brought to this year’s event.”
Over 30 participants reported to the makeshift
“Command Center” at the corner of Begier and
Chetland, and were divided into teams as they would be
in the event of a real disaster. Each team rotated
through a series of “hands-on” training stations.
At one station participants learned how the
Chetland/Begier group has organized in the event of
disaster —where neighbors will assemble, what supplies
are stored for the neighborhood’s use, plans for
deploying search and rescue teams, and how the
neighborhood will track and report injuries and hazards.
In a major disaster, cell phones and land lines will not
likely work. Will Washington, experienced ham radio
operator, guided participanis in practicing
communications procedures to report injuries and
hazards via walkie-talkies to our neighborhood
“command center.” At the command center, Will and
others will communicate the information supplied by
the search teams, using ham radio, to city and county
command centers.
Other hands-on skilfs we practiced included:
¢ Fire extinguisher. Each participant put out a real
fire.
¢ Chaircarry. Teams practiced a back-saving method
to carry an unconscious loved one to safety.

¢ Damage assessment. Participants learned to assess
buildings and streets for hazards and when it is safe
for the team to address a hazard.

¢ Utility control. Participants learned to locate water,
gas and electric controls on neighbors’ properties,
the conditions under which they should turn them
off and how to do it.

¢  “Cribbing.” Teams practiced raising a structure,
such as a garage, using pieces of lumber, in order to
free a neighbor trapped underneath.

Instructors for the drill were members of Alameda

County Fire Department Reserves, and the cribbing

station was staffed by the Alameda County Sheriff’s

Office.

“We owe the success of the day to Alameda County
Fire Department and Sherriff’s Office,” stated Mike
Karpinke, co-chair of the drill. *We thank Marla
Blagg, emergency services manager for the Fire
Department, the Firefighter Reserves and members of
the Sheriff’s Office for contributing their skills and
Saturday morning te train our neighborhood.”
